— The head of the train (RAbt) must be manned at any time.

— Any shunting movement subject to air brakes.

—  Pushing and rolling prohibited.

—  Every locomotive must carry along 2 stop blocks.

— Any waggon must be secured against rolling in an appropriate way.

— Special directives issued for the track system are to be considered.

For any train from and to KombiPort a waggon list is to be sent to kombiport@portofkiel.com, before train
departure resp. arrival.

The railway company has to ensure that dangerous goods are declared properly at the port authority of the
State Capital City of Kiel (Phone: +49 (0)431 9012064 Fax: +49 (0)431 901 9 44 77).

The railway company has to ensure that its employees possess the qualification (TfV license) and local
knowledge required for driving on the track system and are well informed about the conditions of the port
area.

Directives for Shunting Movements:

For shunting movements towards or away from the KombiPort track system, service facilities owned by the
PORT OF KIEL are utilized. Movements between these infrastructures do not require any special permit: they

are executed according to the regulations of Ril 408 Section 48 (Shunting).

Any shunting movements shall be ceased when the gantry crane is in motion.
